• A Game is played to 11 points. A Game must be won by a difference of two 

points.

• If a served ball hits the net on the way over and otherwise legally bounces in 

play, it’s a “let” serve and is done over.

• Each side of the table alternates serving two points at a time. EXCEPTION: 

After tied 10-10 (“deuce”), service alternates at every point.

• There is no restriction on where the ball lands on your side or your 

opponent’s side of the table. It can bounce two or more times on your 

opponent’s side (if so, that’s your point), bounce over the side, or even hit 

the edge.
